ARTICLE 42
POLITICAL ACTION COMMITTEE DEDUCTIONS
Section 1.
The Employer agrees to deduct from the paycheck of employees covered by this Agreement voluntary contributions to the Union's Political Action Committee. The Employer shall make such deductions only in accordance with the written authorization of respective employees which shall specify the amount, frequency and duration of the deductions. 

Section 2.
The Employer shall transmit the monies deducted in accordance with this Article to the Union's Political Action Committee in accordance with the procedures agreed to by the Employer and the Union. 

Section 3.
The Union shall reimburse the Employer for the Employer's actual cost for the expenses incurred in administering this Article. 

Section 4.
The Union shall indemnify and hold the Commonwealth harmless against any and all claims, suits, orders, or judgments brought or issued against the Employer as a result of the action taken or not taken by the Employer under the provisions of this Article.
